2. If Utility Zone location is not practical, then the dry utilities must be located within easements outside the public right-of-way.

3. Buffer/Amenity Zones include but not limited to, street lights, benches, trash receptacles, landscaping, hardscape, irrigation, pedestrian
light and traffic signs.
